(It does not support the original recording system of some android systems, the
third-party APP is recommended to be used in this case)

I Installation and Usage

1. Install two AA batteries into the battery tray according to the positive and negative
electrode. It supports external power supplying through USB-C Plug
Cf When it needs to be used for a long time, it can be connected to the external

2. Long press the power button for ON, pair the transmitter and receiver

A. Manual Channel-setting Pairing
Long press the receiver's SET button to enter “CH” display page and select the
desired channel according to personal needs; Select “Sync” and then keep the IR
sensor of the transmitter and receiver closely aligned to pair

B. Auto-scanning Pairing
Select receiver's "Auto scan" to get the optimal channel in the current environment;
Select "Sync" and then keep the IR sensor of the transmitter and receiver closely
aligned to pair

3. Insert the 3.5mm TRS microphone into the MIC port, install the belt clip to the belt clip
port and wear it correctly
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4. Connect the receiver and devices through the cold shoe mount and 3.5mm TRS-TRS
audio cable / 3.5mm TRS-XLR audio cable; Adjust the antenna angle of the receiver
according to your needs (90° is the best angle for signal transmission); Insert the
headphone into the 3.5mm monitoring port to monitor
